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Article 1

Name
This organization shall be a state association known as the Iowa Professional Fire Fighters, which is an Iowa non-Profit Corporation.  

Article 2

Object Of This State Association
The object of this State Association shall be the fostering and encouraging of a high degree of skill and efficiency, the cultivation of friendship, and to encourage all professional fire fighters and EMS personnel to affiliate with this organization and thereby assist in the promotion and protection of favorable legislation, or any other action favorable to the interest of professional fire fighters and professional EMS personnel.

This State Association shall recognize, observe and be bound by the provisions of the International Constitution and By-Laws Article XIV, and interpretations thereof rendered by the Executive Board or Officers of the International, and the resolutions adopted and policies established by the delegates at State Convention and International Association Conventions.

This State Association shall adopt this Constitution and By-Laws, supplementary to the Iowa Professional Fire Fighters Articles of Incorporation and the International's Constitution and By-Laws, which shall establish procedures for the conduct of our internal affairs and business, provided that this Constitution acknowledges the governing authority of all applicable provisions of the International Constitution and By-Laws.  And provided that none of the provisions of this Constitution shall be in conflict with any of the provisions of the International Constitution and that prior to printing or issuance of this document, it shall be submitted to the International General President for his approval.  Any proposed amendments, revisions or modifications to this document shall like wise be submitted for approval.

Article 3

Membership
Section 1.  The membership of this organization shall be comprised of professional EMS personnel and members of paid fire departments in Iowa whose local department is affiliated with the International Association of Fire Fighters.

Section 2.  In any city having a Local in good standing in the International Association of Fire Fighters, only the members of such Locals shall be eligible for membership in this State Association and all dues must be paid through such Local organization.

Section 3. In addition to the membership of affiliated Local Unions within Iowa, this organization may admit to membership individuals from cities where statutes prohibit the formation of a Fire Fighter's Local or EMS Local or wherein no Local exists, provided that such applicants otherwise meet the qualifications for membership in the International Association of Fire Fighters.  

Section 4. All new locals seeking to affiliate with the IPFF shall submit an application, provided by the Secretary-Treasurer, to the Executive Board for approval.  The State Association shall establish and collect initiation fees and per capita tax for each member and the local shall remit the same by check to the State Secretary-Treasurer in accordance with this constitution.
Section 5.  This State Association may establish an “Associate Membership” for past members or retired members of this organization.  An “Associate Member” is a non voting member of this organization; however, they would be entitled to mailings and literature sponsored by the Iowa Professional Fire Fighters. 

Section 6. The term “in good standing” is an Association Local or Individual who is not in violation of the executive policies or any provisions of the IPFF or IAFF Constitution and By-Laws, including the Standing Rules of Order.

Article 4

Representation In Convention
Section 1.  Locals in good standing shall be entitled to the following number of delegates at state convention:

Section 2. Representation at Convention shall be based on the average amount of per capita tax paid monthly for the twelve (12) months proceeding the convention month.  Representation in convention shall be based on the following: Locals shall receive 1/12 votes for every month that per capita is paid in accordance with Article 10, Section 2, and said Local is a Local in good standing.
Section 3.  Alternate delegates may be seated in the absence of the regular delegates.

Section 4.  All Locals or Convention Delegates to be entitled to representation at Convention shall be in good standing and have their per capita tax paid timely and in full up to one (1) month previous to month of Convention. All Locals shall have a copy of their contract, effective July 1st of the convention year, and a current membership list that includes name, address, and IAFF number on file with the IPFF Secretary-Treasurer before they may seat delegates at convention or their proxy votes are valid.
Section 5.  The Local entertaining the Convention shall appoint a chairperson of the Convention whose duty shall be to preside over the entertainment and introductory events.  At the conclusion of such duties, they shall yield to the State President who presides over the business meeting of the Convention.

Section 6.  Proxy Voting:  Any local in good standing may elect to send proxy votes with another local by a majority vote of its members.  Proxy vote authorization forms shall be in triplicate with one retained by the local, one with 
the delegate carrying the votes and one sent to the Secretary-Treasurer not later than two weeks prior to the start of the Convention.   No local shall carry proxy votes for more than one (1) local in number or no more than fifty (50) in total, whichever is greater.
Article 5

Time Of Convention
Section 1.  The Annual Convention for this State Association shall be for a period not to exceed two (2) days.  The date(s) shall be selected by the hosting local and approved by the Executive Board, and take place between June 15th and July 1st.

Article 6

Officers, Committees, Elections
Section 1.   Eligibility of Officers:  No person shall be eligible to office unless they are an accredited delegate or a delegate at large to convention, and a member of a local in good standing, except upon resignation of an elected officer.  The President in such cases has the authority to appoint upon resignation or vacancy or an officer's position with the approval of a majority of the Executive Board.  The President's position, if vacated, shall be filled by the Executive Board.  There shall not be more than one (1) member elected to any office of the association from the same local.  Any officer, who is serving in a capacity where their term has not expired, must vacate the current position if they are going to be a candidate for another and a delegate shall be eligible to run for only one (1) Executive Board office per year.  All candidates for an Executive Board Office, except for a vacant or unexpired position, must announce their candidacy by notifying the State Secretary-Treasurer in writing prior to May 15th of the convention year.  If sent by regular mail, the envelope shall be postmarked on or before May 15th, and if sent electronically, shall be dated on or before 11:59 PM May 15th of the Convention year. Any notice that does not meet the requirements set out in this article shall be rules invalid.
Section 2.   Principal Officers:  The principal officers of this association shall consist of the President, three (3) Vice Presidents, and Secretary-Treasurer.  These officers shall be elected by duly accredited convention delegates with a majority of votes cast by secret ballot, and where there is only one (1) candidate for nominated and there is no contest, the Secretary-Treasurer shall be instructed to cast a unanimous vote for that person and thereby declared elected.  The terms of office for all principal officers shall be three (3) year terms, which are staggered for the President and Secretary-Treasurer and the Vice Presidents.  The Vice Presidents implementation of terms will be assigned by the person receiving the most votes will receive the three (3) year term, the person receiving the second most votes shall receive the two (2) year term, and the person receiving the third most votes shall receive the one (1) year term.  If there is no contested office the terms will be assigned by a drawing.

Section 3.  Executive Board: The executive board shall consist of President, three (3) Vice Presidents, Secretary-Treasurer and three (3) Trustees, which shall ex officio, are “delegates at large” for the Annual Convention.

Section 4.  Legislative Committee:  The legislative committee will consist of a full- time lobbyist supplemented by the executive board.  The Legislative Committee shall hold at minimum one (1) meeting before the legislative interim on public retirement and before the legislative session starts each year set by the committee members.  The Legislative Committee shall attend the annual Joint Public Safety Legislative meeting to prepare for the legislative session and to gain knowledge of other Public Safety groups’ agenda(s).  Members maybe excused from attending if requested by a member of the Legislative Committee.
Section 5.  Membership Committee:  A membership committee may be appointed by the president.  The committee under direction of the president shall check on various cities or groups for possible affiliation. 

Section 6.  Trustees:  The trustees of this association shall consist of three (3) members, one (1) elected each year.  The term of their office shall be three (3) years.  Their duties shall include auditing the books and account(s) of the Association and Executive Board officers annually.

Section 7.  Lobbyist: Candidates for lobbyist shall be elected by a majority of the delegates at the Annual Convention.  The term for this position(s) shall be 
established by the Executive Board, but shall not exceed three years.  Individuals to be considered for the position(s) of lobbyist may be submitted by any local in good standing to the Secretary-Treasurer prior to May 15th.  If sent by regular mail, the envelope shall be postmarked on or before May 15th, and if sent electronically, shall be dated on or before 11:59 PM May 15th of the Convention year.  Any notice that does not meet the requirements set out in this article shall be rules invalid.  Names may also be submitted from the Executive Board to the body at Convention.  If the position of lobbyist is a hired professional and not a member of the association, then they shall be under a contractual agreement drawn by the Executive Board, and they shall be considered an independent contractor.  The IPFF contract (hired) lobbyist shall be required to generate a weekly legislative report listing IPFF bill status, updates, committee action, and the bill status of any bills affecting any IPFF members.
Section 8.  Elections: Election results shall be preserved for one (1) year by the Secretary-Treasurer. 

Section 9. Convention Committees: Committee assignments shall be the duties of the President and the Secretary-Treasurer.  There will be three (3) standing committees referred to as Resolutions, Pension, and Constitution & By-Laws.  In addition to standing committees, special committees may be appointed for specific purposes if deemed necessary by the President.  Resolutions comprised by the committee itself, must be have 2/3 approval to be considered and be germane to the committee title or purpose.  Appointment to committees and the resolutions assigned to those committees will be posted no later than one (1) week prior to the first day of the convention.
Section 10. Municipal Fire and Police Retirement System of Iowa Representatives. Nominations for the Active and Retired Fire Fighter members of the MFPRSI board shall be received in writing by the State Secretary-Treasurer by January 1st  of the year the appointment is made.  If there is more than one (1) person nominated, ballots will be sent by certified mail to each local. Ballots shall be returned by certified mail to the State Secretary-Treasurer by March 15 and shall include the Local President and Secretary-Treasurers’ signature and local seal.

Article 7

Officers Duties And Expenses
President
The President shall have the authority to, conduct all business of this association, has the vested authority to act on behalf of the association, and act as an officer of the corporation.  It shall be the duty of the President to preside at all meetings of the Executive Board. He shall have the authority to address the filling of all vacancies or unexpired terms.  The President shall sign all orders drawn on the State account, shall have complete control over the printing and distribution of all literature, shall serve as one of the delegates of the Iowa Association to the International (IAFF) Conventions.  The President shall be entitled to attend State or IAFF meetings or conferences, which shall include the Legislative conference, Redmond Symposium, and the Federation of State and Provincial Associations.  The President shall receive a salary eight hundred dollars ($800.00) per month from the IPFF.
Vice Presidents

The Vice Presidents in conjunction with the Executive Board shall assist in conducting the business of this association.  They shall perform any duties passed down to them by President and or shall represent this association in the absence of the President when direct to do so.  The IPFF shall provide the Vice Presidents of the IPFF a travel stipend of up to $2000.00 per year. This stipend will be used for registration, travel, lodging, and expenses to an IAFF convention, conference, or seminar.

Trustees

Trustees as part of the Executive Board shall assist in conducting the business of this association.  Their duties shall include auditing the account(s) and financial records annually. 

The IPFF shall provide each Trustee a travel stipend of the current stipend amount per the Trustees three (3) year term of office.  This stipend will be used for registration, travel, lodging, and expenses to an IAFF convention, conference, or seminar.

Secretary-Treasurer

The Secretary-Treasurer shall have the authority to conduct the financial business of this association, and shall act as an officer of the corporation.  The 
Secretary-Treasurer shall keep a record of all proceedings and all other records of his association, shall maintain and file all reports or duties as required by the State or Federal Authorities, shall keep a record of all membership locals and the name and address of the President and Secretary-Treasurer of each, shall receive and deposit all per capita money from the locals members into a designated account(s), shall disburse all payments of expenses countersigned by the President, submit a written report of all expenses received and disbursed to the State Convention.  The Secretary-Treasurer shall act as one of the delegates from the Iowa Association to the International Convention, and may act as a delegate to the State Federation of Labor Annual Convention.  The Secretary-Treasurer shall send the minutes of all meetings attended by the Executive Board to each local.  The Secretary-Treasurer shall be bonded as provided by the International Association of Fire Fighters. The Secretary-Treasurer shall receive a salary of eight hundred dollars ($800.00) per month from the IPFF.
The Secretary-Treasurer shall provide to each local a summary of action(s) or motions addressed on the convention floor within thirty (30) days of the convention date, and provide a copy of the convention proceedings, in their entirety, no later than October 31st of each year.  The Secretary-Treasurer shall also submit to the convention a proposed budget for the next fiscal year with approval of the Executive Board.  A Legislative agenda shall be distributed prior to October 1st of each year to all Locals & Local officers comprised of all legislative resolutions adopted by the convention delegates over the last two (2)  years, in order to allow Locals time to discuss the agenda with their legislative members or candidates in office.  The IPFF Secretary-Treasurer shall be responsible to distribute any legislative reports, legislative agenda, or bill updates weekly. The IPFF Secretary-Treasurer shall submit a list of legislative bills (resolutions) to the Locals after each legislative session adjourns identifying the resolutions from two (2) years prior that will “sunset” at the next convention in order to give advance knowledge of which resolutions would need to be renewed or resubmitted to the convention if necessary.
Executive Board

The Executive Board shall consist of the President, three (3) Vice Presidents, the Secretary-Treasurer, and the three (3) Trustees.  The President shall serve as chairman of the Executive Board.  Five members shall constitute a quorum for voting purposes; and from convention to convention all administrative, executive, and judicial authority, except as expressly provided in the Constitution and 
By-Laws, shall be vested with the President and/or Executive Board.  The Executive Board shall act as directors of the non profit corporation, and in addition to the limitation of liability under the articles of incorporation and provided by statute, the officers are not liable personally or otherwise, for any obligation, including but not limited to, any debts or other liability incurred as a result of their action(s) or inaction on behalf of the corporation.  The Executive Board Officers and employees of the IPFF shall be bonded in an amount of not less than 10% of the IPFF’s total liquid assets and annual income. The Executive Board shall meet a minimum of six (6) times per convention year.  All officers and employees of this State Association who handle funds or property of the Association shall be bonded in such amounts as may be required by the Board of Trustees and the International General Secretary-Treasurer, in compliance with applicable law.  The expense of the first $5,000 of Bond shall be borne by the International.  If any additional bond is necessary, the Association shall pay the premium.

Expenses

Executive Board officers shall be reimbursed for all expenses (except travel stipends) incurred while in attendance of Iowa Professional Fire Fighters or International Association of Fire Fighters Convention or Conferences, State meetings or while on official business representing the State Association.  Executive Board members shall be allowed pay for time off duty when authorized, providing someone is working in their place.  Expense shall include a per diem at fifty dollars ($50.00) per day, driving reimbursement shall be at the rate allowed by the Federal Government, or actual cost of transportation; also registration, meals, motel, etc.  The Vice President and Trustee members of the Executive Board are to receive one hundred dollars ($100.00) per month communication stipend. 
The Executive Board has the authority to reduce any expenses that are set out in the Constitution & By-Laws when it is deemed necessary because of a reduction in financial income.

The full time lobbyist will receive a salary set by the Executive Board.   Also, expenses shall be paid for the lobbyist and emeritus status officers to attend the Annual State Convention with Executive Board approval.

Reports Of Officers

All officers of this Association shall submit a written report of their duties during the past year to the Secretary-Treasurer one (1) month previous to Convention, so it may be distributed to the delegates at Convention.  The Secretary-Treasurer shall send a written financial report to each local each month; submit an annual financial report and submit a State Account(s) balance statement to Convention. 

Independent Audit

An independent auditor shall conduct a “Reviewed Financial Statement” to be presented to the body each year at the IPFF State Convention.

Article 8

Registration Fee At Convention
Any local chosen to host the Annual Convention may charge a registration fee of fifty dollars ($50.00) to be postmarked before June 1st for each person who registers. Delegates whose registration is postmarked after June 1st shall be seventy-five dollars ($75.00).   The State Association shall purchase convention badges and ribbons for distribution to the host local.

Article 9

Fiscal Year/Revenue/Per Capita
Section 1. The fiscal year of this association shall be from January first (1st) through December thirty first (31st) each year.

Section 2.  The membership revenue of this association shall be derived from a monthly per capita established by convention action.  Revenue for the legislative program may be included in the per capita amount or may be separately assessed.

Section 3. Revenue for this association shall be under the direction of the President and the Executive Board.

Section 4.  Any local accepting members into their organization and not reporting the same to the association and not complying with the Constitution and By-Laws shall be deemed in violation of their membership agreement and shall be subject to loss of rights under the Constitution or expulsion from the State Association.

Section 5.   Per Capita shall be adjusted according to convention action and the increase to per capita will only be the actual costs of convention action. 
Article 10

Assessments / Suspension
Section 1.  Special assessments may be levied only by referendum vote by secret ballot or by convention action.  Such assessments may be adopted by a majority vote of the delegates present at Convention.

Section 2.  Any local affiliated with the association which fails to pay per capita tax upon all members on or before the 15th day of the following month shall be notified by the Secretary-Treasurer and if at the end of three (3) months said local is still in arrears, it shall be suspended from membership.  

Section 3.  A suspended local may be reinstated in the association upon payment of all arrearages and any fines that may have been assessed.  The President and the Executive Board shall have the power to assess fines when circumstances warrant such action.

Section 4.  The executive board is hereby vested with authority to revoke the membership and/or privileges of any local or individual person whenever upon evidence satisfactory to a majority of the executive board, is shown that a local or individual is guilty of disloyalty or where their actions have been adverse, detrimental, or caused financial harm to the State Association and/or it’s membership.

Section 5.  The executive board shall report in detail all evidence upon which they have revoked the membership and/or privileges of any local or individual to the body at the annual convention.  The local or individual whose membership and/or privileges have been revoked shall have the right to appeal in writing to the Convention to have such action set aside.  An appeal may be upheld by a 2/3 vote of the body.

Section 6.  All locals seeking to re-affiliate with the IPFF shall submit an application, provided by the Secretary-Treasurer, to the Executive Board for approval.

Article 11

Amendment
Section 1.  This Constitution can only be amended by a vote of two - thirds (2/3) of the delegates at the Annual Convention.  Amendments to the Constitution and 
By-Laws can only be considered if submitted by a local in good standing according to the criteria herein; or by an Executive Board resolution submitted to Convention; or by a committee resolution submitted by a Constitution and 
By-Laws Committee.  All amendments are subject to acceptance by the International Association of Fire Fighters. 

Article 12

Articles Of Incorporation
Article 1. Name
The Name of the corporation shall be “IOWA PROFESSIONAL FIRE FIGHTERS” and said organization shall be incorporated pursuant to Chapter 504 (a), code of Iowa, 1991.

Article 2. Period of Duration
The Corporation created hereunder shall have perpetual duration.

Article 3. Purpose

The Purpose of this corporation shall be to assist professional fire fighters and EMS personnel in their employment relationships, to seek legislation of assistance to their members, to promote the development of fire fighters and EMS people as professionals, and for educational purposes.

Article 4. Address

The address of the corporation’s registered office in the State of Iowa is:  Iowa Professional Fire Fighters, 1231 - 8th Street, Suite 240, West Des Moines, Iowa 50265, County of Polk.  The registered agent at such address is Mr. Rick Scofield, State President.

Article 5. Directors

Article 6. Corporate Existence
  Corporate existence shall begin upon issuance of the Certificate of Incorporation by the Secretary of State.

Article 7. Powers
The corporation has the power to own and acquire interest in real or personal property, to dispose of the property and assets owned by the corporation, make contracts, guarantees, and incur liabilities, to invest money and hold security, to elect and appoint officers, and to establish their duties and compensation, make charitable donations, and to exercise all other powers not prohibited by law.


The corporation has the autonomous authority to operate as the Iowa Professional Fire Fighters State Association within the State of Iowa.


The corporation’s range of authority or jurisdiction is within borders of the State of Iowa.

Article 8. Exemption from Liability
The members, officers, and directorship corporation shall be exempt from any and all debts, demands, obligations, and liabilities of whatever kind or character, now or hereafter incurred, created or established by or against this corporation.

Article 9. Amendments
The Articles of Incorporation may be restated or amended pursuant to Chapter 504 (a), Code of Iowa.

Article 13

Standing Rules Of Order
Rule 1.  The convention shall be called to order at the time and place designated by the host local and shall remain in session until a motion to adjourn is approved.  The time of calling the convention to order may be adjusted by the President or Convention Chairman.

Rule 2.  If a delegate, while speaking, is called to order, they shall, at the request of the chair, take their seat until the question of order is decided and this shall follow by recognition of the chair.

Rule 3.  Should two or more delegates rise to speak at the same time, the chair shall decide who is entitled to speak.

Rule 4.  No delegate shall interrupt another in his remarks except to call a “point of order” and they shall immediately state their point.

Rule 5.  No delegate shall speak more than twice on one subject without permission of the chair.

Rule 6.  Speaking from the convention floor shall be limited to five (5) minutes but may be extended by the chair.

Rule 7.  When a question is pending before the convention, no motion shall be in order unless to recess or adjourn, to refer to a previous question, to postpone indefinitely, to postpone for a certain time, to divide or amend, to refer back to committee, which motions shall have precedence in the order named.

Rule 8.  A motion shall not be open for discussion until it has been seconded and so stated by the chair.

Rule 9.  A motion to lay on the table shall not be debatable except as limited by Atwood's Rules for Meetings.

Rule 10.  A motion to reconsider shall not be entertained unless by a delegate who voted in the majority and shall have received a majority vote.

Rule 11.  The recommendation of the committee shall be subjected to amendments and substitutions from the floor at Convention. 

Rule 12.  It shall require a majority to move the previous question or stop debate on a convention motion, which shall be in order after initiating discussion.

Rule 13.  All resolutions, submitted by a member local, shall have the signature of the person introducing the resolution and shall include the Local city’s name and number.  All Local cities’ resolutions or Constitution and By-Laws changes shall be postmarked by May fifteenth (15th), and sent out to all Locals by approximately June 1st. If sent by regular mail, the envelope shall be postmarked on or before May 15th, and if sent electronically, shall be dated on or before 11:59 PM May 15th of the Convention year.  Any notice that does not meet the requirements set out in this article shall be rules invalid.  No resolution(s) shall be entertained after this time without approval by a two thirds (2/3) vote of the Convention.  This shall not apply to Executive Board resolutions, or committee resolutions, which may be introduced at the convention as a result of committee action.  Any Local who submits a resolution for convention must send an electronic version acceptable to the IPFF Secretary-Treasurer along with the above requirements.  For this section “acceptable to the IPFF Secretary-Treasurer” shall be defined as the form found on the IPFF website IowaPFF.org. 
Rule 14.  When a roll call has been taken and all delegates have had the opportunity to cast their ballots, the ballots shall be declared closed.  Doors to the convention floor shall be closed during voting and no delegate will be permitted to leave the hall without permission of the chair.

Rule 15.  It will require a thirty three (33) percent (1/3) vote of the delegates seated to obtain a “roll call vote”.

Rule 16.  When a roll call ballot has been ordered, no adjournment shall take place until the result has been announced.

Rule 17.  Nomination of officers of the Iowa Professional Fire Fighters shall be made from the floor in the following order:  President, Vice President(s), 
Secretary-Treasurer and Trustee(s).
Rule 18.  Resolutions offered to this convention shall require a simple majority vote to pass, except for amendments to the Constitution and By Laws, which shall require a two thirds (2/3) majority.

Rule 19.  Any procedure(s) not covered by these rules of order shall be governed by Atwood's Rules for Meetings.

Rule 20.  Election of officers and roll call votes shall be by the one man - one vote system and shall include valid proxy votes.

Rule 21. Royalty Revenue Income from fund raising shall be distributed in a separate IPFF account and shall be distributed as authorized.

Rule 22. The Executive Board shall implement a Revenue Sharing program utilizing up to twenty-five (25) percent of the royalty income.

Rule 23.  Any resolution brought before the convention that if passed would incur cost, shall have a cost factor assigned to it by the Secretary-Treasurer.

Rule 24. the state association shall establish a password security system to insure that the information can only be accessed by state association members.  the computer system & computer data will be exclusive property of the ipff, inc.  any newly affiliated or re-affiliated locals shall not be allowed a password until they have been a member for twelve (12) consecutive months.
Rule 25. The IPFF shall hold a lottery annually at convention and select 3 (three) locals, from those eligible, who may send a local member to an IAFF convention, conference, or seminar in the following calendar year.  The IPFF shall reimburse the selected locals for their member’s actual cost of travel, lodging, meals, and registration, up to $2000.00.

Rule 26. All Legislative Resolutions passed by the convention body shall sunset after two (2) years, if not renewed.

Rule 27. The IPFF shall send their Iowa EMS Advisory Council member to the IAFF EMS Conference.

Rule 28. The convention body empowers the IPFF Executive Board to pursue establishing a scholarship fund, to be funded through the IPFF Fund Raising Program, to provide IPFF family members with scholarship funds annually.

Rule 29. The convention body empowers the IPFF Executive Board to continue pursuit of the Fire Pac Program.
